transgender donors – SD had one non-binary, 2 





transgender; Stanford had one non-binary present

Centers ask pregnancy question of all




Allow donors to self-identify 




All donors asked DHQ questions 19 & 20




Hospital based centers may start patient intake




Question: sex at birth and how gender identified now

AABB TTD workshops:


U = U – undetectable = untransmittable 



Pep – post exposure prophylaxis



PrEP – highly effective against sexual transmission 




Those at risk – persons having sex with HIV infected partner





not in a mutually monogamous relationship





those injecting drugs in last 6 months 



Highly effective if taken as prescribed 



Medical and military personnel considering or using PrEP based




on potential exposure 



Increased STIs is an indication of perceptions about PrEP use and/or 


lack of condom use 



Possible effect on blood transfusion – is blood safe to donate?



Current ratios are not high enough




Provide educational information on PrEP use and possible





effects 



Not sure about blood donations – can’t detect cell associated RNA

Strategies implemented:
72.5% - Comprehensive education on risks – iron 
depletion; benefits- iron supplementation





 27.5% - Lengthening interdonation deferrals





 22.5% -Not yet decided 





 12.5% - Iron supplementation





   7.5%- Post donation ferritin testing



Target populations for lengthening interdonation levels 




Young donors – 53.8%





Not applicable – 34.6%
