 Mobilization Considerations 
Patient factors:  Age, prior chemo history, marrow capacity   (recovery), and diagnosis.
Collection and transplant factors: processing volume, staffing model, and single vs. tandem. 
Cost issues: in- vs. out- patient, Cytoxan+G vs. G+Mozobil. 
Best practice: Patient profiling + peripheral CD34 count…

Disaster defined:




Sudden demand for blood can’t be met locally

Severe curtailment of the ability to collect, test, process or transport blood or specimens

Event that disrupts communication related to blood needs


Events related to natural or human generated events




Earthquakes, fires, mass shootings, civil unrest, terrorism, etc.
